Nucleus

This is the control centre of
the cell. 1t contains
chromosomes with DNA
instructions for all the cell's
activities, and to make new
cells

— Cytoplasm

This is a jelly like substance
in which many of the cell’s,
e.g. respiration and protein

\ synthesis, occur.

Cell membrane

This is a thin skin around the

cell. It is selectively
permeable, controlling what
goes in and out of the cell.

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Chloroplasts
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These are green discs which
_—allow the plant to make food by
photosynthesis. They contain a

chemical called chlorophyill.

This is a large storage area filled
with a liquid called “cell sap”. The
plant cell can store food and
waste products here.

Cell wall

This covers the cell membrane.

It supports the cell, is
permeable, and is made from a
substance called cellulose.

Cells are tiny building blocks which make up all living things. Cells are so small that
you need to use a microscope to see them.
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Definitions

Cell wall - Provides the cell with support. Contains a substance Golgi Apparatus - Sorts and processes proteins and lipids which are

called Cellulose. then transported around the cell.
Chloroplasts - Green discs which allow the plant to photosynthesise. Lysosomes - These contain enzymes needed to destroy unwanted material
in the cell.

They contain a chemical called Chlorophyill.

L . . . Mitochondria - These are the power stations of the cells as they provide
